REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS

Eligibility/Basis of Selection: Youth Delegates should be selected from outstanding 4-H Dairy Program members who:

( Have participated at least three years in the 4-H Dairy Program, including the current year.

( Are at least 15 but not more than 18 years of age before January 1, 2011.

( Have outstanding records of 4-H Dairy accomplishments.

( Have abilities and talents, which will enable them to make a real contribution to the conference.

( Have an interest in the production, marketing, processing and use of dairy products.

( Are capable of bringing the inspiration and information back to their state and passing it on to others through talks, reports, news stories, etc.

( Have not attended National 4-H Dairy Conference more than two times as a youth participant.
( Are not exhibiting dairy animals at this year's World Dairy Expo.

( Are not participating in this year's National 4-H Dairy Cattle Judging Contest.

Basis of Selection--Adult Leaders and Chaperones must be willing to:

( Participate fully in the program.

( Ensure their delegates participate fully in the program and attend all scheduled events. 

( Guide their delegation through the day's scheduled events.

( Meet each day with their delegation.

( Help their delegation discuss the programs they attend.

( Supervise and discipline any delegates as needed.

Chaperone requirements: Every delegate must be assigned to a chaperone of the same gender. If your state or province cannot provide the required chaperone(s), please contact Wisconsin 4‑H for assistance in identifying another state or province that can help with your chaperone needs.

Fees and Payment: The registration fee of $275 for each youth and adult delegate covers the costs of conducting the conference, lodging in Lowell Hall, state/province delegation photo, national delegation photo, bus transportation, recreation, meals, and refreshments. Delegation Coordinators are asked to submit a check payable to University of Wisconsin-Extension (UWEX) with their Registration Forms by August 19, 2011. All fees must be paid in US currency or an exchange fee will be charged. Any registration forms and/or payments postmarked after August 19 will be charged a late payment fee of $25 per person. The full registration fee of $275 per person is forfeited if the cancellation notice is received after September 1.

A Youth Medical History & Consent Form signed by a parent or guardian and Youth Expectation Statement must be submitted for each youth delegate. A youth delegate without a signed form will not be allowed to register on-site. In addition, all adults must submit a signed Adult Expectation Statement. NOTE: Signed, original youth and adult health and expectation forms (as appropriate) must be postmarked by state/province coordinators to WI 4-H Outreach by September 1.
