Project Goals 
(To be completed at the first meeting or at the beginning of the year) 

Identifying goals and how you are going to reach those goals is important to help you become more skilled and knowledgeable about your project. Personal goals are statements that indicate what you want to achieve or improve upon. You might begin by asking yourself, “What do I want to accomplish this year by taking this project?” Answering that question will help you identify your annual personal goal(s). Once you decide on a goal, then you need to plan a “To Do” list. You might think of this “To Do” list as those things you can learn or do to help you reach that specific goal.  Look in the Project e-Record Guide for specific examples of goals and “To Do” list to reach the goals for each age group at: www.colorado4h.org/project_resources/erecords/index.shtml.

Length and Format Guidelines

You can type or hand-write your story.  If you hand-write the story, use pencil or ink on lined white notebook paper. If a typewriter or computer is used to write the story, use plain white paper with no smaller than 12-point font. Leave a wide enough margin so the story can be read if inserted into a report cover.  You will also be able to spell-check your story. The story can be single or double-spaced as long as it does not go over two pages. Younger members may want to double-space their story so they can see what they are writing.
Limit your story to a maximum of two (2) pages specifically related to your project!  You can start your story here on this page or insert a new page by going to insert, click on break, section break types, click on next page and start your story.  If you are using OpenOffice.org, Writer program you will need to click on insert, manual break, then click on page break to insert a new page for your story.
Be sure to use good convention and edit your story when finished.
