Clay used: earthenware —Indian Clock

number of coats, brushes and so forth.

Materials used:

Duncan NT109 —Coca brown, NT009-Ruby, NT029 Teal, NS001 —Walnut
Ceramichrome: SS40 Buttercup, SS26 Licorice, spray sealer, graphite paper, clock
works.

Step 1.
Clean and replace detail as needed.
Step 2
Make a hole in center for the clock.
Step 3.
Fire the cone .04
Step 4.
Wipe down piece to remove any dust
Step 5
Using appropriate brushes, base coat with Cocoa Brown, Antique with Walnut.
Step 6
Use graphite paper and trace pattern onto the piece
Step 7
Carefully paint the pattern with Buttercup, Ruby, Teal and Licorice.
Step 8
Spray with sealer
Step 9
Install clock works and numbers
